Those attending the discussion held in November felt the meeting was 
informational but also produced some positive discussion regarding the 
issue at hand.  These persons would like to meet again with hopes of hav-
ing more people attend.   
  
1.First, there will be a description of how the delegates to this confer-
ence were chosen.   

2.The three plans will be described.   
3.Questions about the three plans will be addressed, knowing there 
will not be answers to all the questions until the General Confer-
ence meets. 

4.Next, will be a time of Holy Conferencing Discussion.     
   a. Eight people to a table, with orderly discussion around the table.  
   b. Each person has 2 minutes to state what they think and feel with 
the following rules:

Who Is Part of the Mission Trip to the Reservation?  
 

Are you going on the mission trip to 
Pine Ridge? If not, the mission commit-
tee is giving you an opportunity to be a 
part of the overall mission experience. 
One of the biggest projects volunteer 
teams accomplish while on the reserva-
tion is to build bunk beds. When our last 
team was there, the waiting list for a bed 
was at 86 and growing. Two rental 
trucks arrived one afternoon, full of mat-
tresses, so beds could be delivered to peo-
ple who had been sleeping in their bath-
tubs or on the floor. With each bed, a set 
of sheets, a pillow and at least one blan-
ket would be given. The shelves of do-
nated bedding were soon emptied, and they were still last sum-
mer. 
 
So, as our part of òthe teamó we can refill their bedding supplies. 
During January and February the mission committee will be col-
lecting twin sheet sets, pillows, and blankets, which will accompa-
ny the team to the reservation in June. There will also be a box 
for monetary donations, which will be used to buy more bedding. 
 
As the team demonstrates their faith by becoming the hands and 
feet of their Lord, we can demonstrate our faith by providing 
comfort and warmth to residents on the reservation. 

 Remember, to bring your contri-
butions every Sunday for the 
month of January and leave them 
in the baskets located near the 
front entrance and in the fellow-
ship hall (blue container by the welcoming ta-
ble).
